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significant experience conducting sales and auctions in the State of Florida and, specifically, in a
Chapter 11 bankruptcy context.

9. The Liquidating Trustee believes that the highest and best value for the Vessel
will be generated by employing the Auctioneer, and, therefore, the retention of the Auctioneer on
the terms and conditions set forth on Exhibit A is in the best interests of the Debtors’ estates.

10.  To the best of the Liquidating Trustee’s knowledge, neither Mr. Rubin nor
Moecker have any connection with the creditors or other parties in interest or their respective
attorneys. Neither Mr. Rubin nor Moecker represent any interest adverse to the Debtors, the
Liquidating Trustee or any party to this Estate. As such, the Auctioneer is disinterested as
defined in the Bankruptcy Code, as reflected in the Affidavit of Eric Rubin (the “Rubin
Affidavit”) attached hereto as Exhibit B.

11.  The Auctioneer is licensed and bonded as an auctioneer and is authorized to
conduct sales and auctions in the State of Florida pursuant to Florida Statutes §468.381 et seq.
and Local Rule 6005-1(B) and is covered by the Florida Auctioneer Recovery Fund as required
by Florida Statute §468.392.

12.  As indicated on the budget attached as part of Exhibit A, the maximum estimated
amount of costs and expenses to be expended by and reimbursed to the Auctioneer is $3,793.60
(in the event that an auction is needed).

15.  Upon completion of the sale and/or auction, as needed, the Auctioneer will file
with the Court a report summarizing the results of the sale and/or auction and stating the fees and
expenses which will be paid to the Auctioneer in accordance with the order approving its
retention. The report shall only be served on the U.S. Trustee, the Liquidating Trustee and any
other interested party who specifically requests a copy. The Auctioneer’s fees and expenses, as

set forth on Exhibit A, will be paid as and when appropriate without the necessity of further

! Similarly, given the reasonable and relatively de minimus costs involved in the Auctioneer’s proposal, and given
the fact that the Auctioneer is well-known to both this Court and the Liquidating Trustee, the Liquidating Trustee

has not sought additional competitive bids in an effort to conserve estate resources.
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notice or hearing unless any party in interest files an objection within 10 days of the filing of the
report with the Court and service of the report on the above parties.

WHEREFORE, the Trustee respectfully requests that this Court enter an Ex Parte Order
(1) approving this Application, (2) authorizing the retention of the Auctioneer on the terms and
conditions set forth herein and as detailed on Exhibit A hereto, and (3) granting such other and
further relief as this Court deems just and proper.
